The Recording Our Research model supports the activities on: 

Pg 10, Chapter 1: Research the kind and extent of pollution currently affecting the Arctic Ocean. Gather information on how governments handle this problem.  Write a letter to the government suggesting the best way to combat this problem.

Pg 45, Chapter 4: Research a hydroelectric power project in the circumpolar world.  Considering the economic/environmental advantages/disadvantages, should hydroelectric power continue to be a primary method of generating electricity?  What are the alternatives? How can we cut down on the amount of power we use everyday?

Pg 112, Chapter 10: Trace the history and development of whaling in northern waters.  Learn about the International Whaling Commission (IWC) its purpose, authority, and decisions.  Research the extent of whaling practices in the world today.  Why is this issue controversial?  Using your research, take a position on whether or not whaling should be further limited.

Guiding Our Research

· record research questions in the right-hand column.
