The Committee is
comprised of three representatives from ECE, a representative from Aurora College and a
representative from the Superintendent’s Association.

Successful nominees will be announced in April. The Induction Ceremony is scheduled for
Tuesday, May 17, 2011 at the Prince of Wales Northern Heritage Centre.
