» One educator, tutor or literacy facilitator, one youth learner (16-25 years of age)
and one organization, literacy committee or program.

What do the Ministerial Literacy Award winners receive?
» The award winners will each receive a congratulatory letter, a certificate and a
plaque from the Minister of Education, Culture and Employment.
