The Department of Education, Culture and Employment (ECE) is launching an online certification system 
for Junior Kindergarten to Grade 12 (JK-12) educators: CertifiED NWT. 

What is CertifiED NWT? 
• It’s an online system where JK-12 educators can 

apply for new certifications, renew or reapply for 
certifications.  

• It’s a straightforward and transparent 
certification process. 

• It enables educators to view the status of their 
application online at any time.  

CertifiED NWT allows JK-12 educators to:  
• Apply for or renew their NWT teacher 

certifications. 

• Download salary evaluation letters. 

• Request a salary re-evaluation. 

• Upload documents directly into the system. 

• Print or download a copy of their certifications. 

• Securely pay using a credit card, or via cheque or 
money order. 

• Easily update their contact information. 

The CertifiED NWT system will: 
• Provide a streamlined application that can be 

saved. 
• Allow applicants to view their application status 

in real-time. 
• Notify educators when their certificates are going 

to expire. 
• Provide email notifications when educators’ files 

have been updated. 

*CertifiED NWT is only for certified Northwest 
Territories educators, or educators who have an 
active job offer in the territory.
